Plan your day 
around the 
photography.

Allow enough time so 
shooting isn't rushed.

Engagement Shoots: although they are not 
necessary, they are important. "ES" help you
form a relationship with your photographer 
and in turn make you more comfortable with

him/her on your wedding day; more like you are 
seeing a friend. It can also help your photographer
learn how you and your fiance photograph best.
